	Environment & Visual Support
Visual Timetable displayed and referred to throughout the day
Widget symbols used for star words/key vocabulary
Clear routines verbally and visually reinforced.
Adults model whole‑body listening and give clear expectations before speaking. 
	Instruction & Modelling
Learning intentions explained clearly at the start, during and at the end of lessons. 
Written work modelled on the visualiser using the same sheet/task the children will complete.
Flashbacks/Brain Dumps used daily to revisit prior learning and support retention.
	Behavioural Consistency & Emotional Safety
Positive noticing and praise for good choices. 
Children given time to pause/regulate before behaviour consequences
Clear, consistent warning system (Warning → Amber → Red). 

	Sensory Support
Fidget toys, sensory items and movement breaks available as needed.
Learning environments kept minimal, purposeful and low-clutter to reduce sensory overload. 
Adults ensure displays are functional and not overwhelming.
Flexibility for pupils to access quieter or alternative spaces when overstimulated. 

	Language & Interaction
Choral learning to support vocabulary, number facts and key information. 
Adults model responses using standard English. 
TTYP (Talk to Your Partner) before questioning to reduce pressure and increase rehearsal time. 
No-hands-up approach with scaffolds to ensure participation (time to think, partner support, repeat modelled answer
SHREC framework in EY/Year 1 to develop quality talk.  Share attention, Respond, Expand, Conversation. 
	Scaffolding & Adaptation
Tasks offered with options to allow children to choose level of difficulty.
Concrete and pictorial materials available across subjects (e.g., manipulatives, artefacts, images) 
Movement breaks, fidget tools and sensory items available when required. 
Support staff and teachers work as a team to ensure all pupils access learning appropriately. 
	Relationships & Emotional Regulation
Adults use relationships and knowledge of the child to tailor strategies. 
Access to safe or agreed regulation spaces when overwhelmed.
Movement breaks offered as needed to reduce dysregulation. 

	Physical Adaptations & Practical Support
Resources (books, tools, pens, manipulatives) prepared and accessible to reduce load on working memory and executive function.
Seating plans adjusted to support accessibility and focus.
Safe movement around school emphasised—silent, hands by sides.


	Structured Support
Now/Next structure available where needed. 
Access to a calm space for regulation away from peers.
Individualised systems around children when necessary.

	Feedback & Closing Gaps
Adults circulate to check understanding and identify misconceptions in real time. 
Cold calling + jotters/whiteboards used to ensure all pupils respond, reducing avoidance and checking understanding.
Misconceptions addressed the same or next day to ensure learning keeps pace.
Gaps filled quickly through teacher‑ or TA‑led follow‑ups.
	Engagement & Motivation
Class Dojos reinforce positive behaviour. 
Whole-body listening expectations (magnet eyes, still bodies). 
Staff position themselves strategically to monitor and support
	Organisation & Independence
Clear routines for tidying up, accessing equipment and organising work.
